Children with Autism: A Parent's Guide   Helpful hints for parents of children with Autism. This book can help you cope with the day to day situations that each parent faces with their Autistic child.

Key to labels

To assist you in finding a book on a particular subject, each entry has a label with one or more keywords listed as: [keyword,keyword,...]. Note that the labeling is in no sense complete, e.g. not every book about psychoanalysis is yet labelled [autism,psychoanalysis], and in particular, a book labelled simply [autism] is not to be assumed to be a general book on autism. 

[account]    biography of autistic person or people. 

[adult]    about adults; e.g. if the book is about autism, then about autism specifically in adults. 

[allergy]    about allergies. 

[aspergers]    about Asperger's syndrome. 

[autism]    book for which autism is the primary subject or one of the primary subjects or a book that is included in this list specifically because of its material on autism. Note that there are some books which I thought might be about autism but was not certain: they do carry this label, but have a comment to the effect that I'm not sure. Also: the fiction books listed because they have an autistic or autistic-like character are also labelled autism. 

[behavioral]    about behavioral methods, e.g. applied behavioral analysis, discrete trial training, etc. 

[bibliography]    book-length bibliography. 

[biography]    a biography of someone who is not autistic. 

[children]    written for children. 

[disability]    about disabilities in general or some disability other than autism. 

[fc]    facilitated communication. 

[fiction]    fictional book, e.g. novel. 

[general]    generic label indicating book not dedicated to autism or another disability. 

[holding]    holding therapy. 

[legal]    legal issues. 

[medical]    medical text, reference book, or popular book on medical subject. 

[mr]    mental retardation. 

[music]    music therapy. 

[nutrition]    nutrition text, book about nutrition and autism, or popular book on the subject of nutrition. 

[obsolete]    obsolete book. 

[ot]    occupational therapy. 

[parent]    book for parents/about parenting. 

[play]    play therapy. 

[poetry]    poetry book. 

[preschool]    specifically about autistic children under the age of 6. 

[proceedings]    proceedings from a conference/convention/meeting. 

[psychoanalysis]    psychoanalysis as a therapy for autism. 

[reference]    reference book. 

[se]    special education. 

[si]    sensory integration. 

[social]    social skills. 

[text]    textbook. 

[treatment]    book about treatment not dedicated to any particular treatment. 

[youth]    specifically about adolescent autistic people.
